SECRETARY’S REPORT

1. Secretary’s Report – Bill Hunter

COMMITTEE REPORTS

1. Soccer Goals -- Update 
Shawn reported we had a very successful event, had outstanding attendance, took in $400.23, and now have a total of $3400.23 accumulated towards our goal.

2. Election – Chad Daughtrey
Chad reported that the sample ballot has gone out by bulk mail.  It included the full slate, information on how to obtain an absentee ballot if desired, and information on the election meeting.  The total cost including printing, handling, postage, and mailing was a little over $600.00.  
Any sample ballots he needs to mail out will go first class.  He will keep a record of those costs and turn them in.
Evan suggested we consider other ways to provide a sample ballot in future years that would be less expensive. 
3. Communications Committee – October Advisor, Evan St. Ives
This issue is on track and will again be 20 pages long.  There was enough material for more but making it larger would be too expensive.
4. Historic Preservation – report by email from Ann McDonald
I am delighted to report to you that the Florida National Register Review Board voted unanimously to recommend the Jackson House to the National Register of Historic Places.  There will be a period of about 6 weeks while the staff at the State Historic Preservation Office prepares the formal documentation which will be forwarded to the Keeper of the National Register.  We expect the owners to be notified by the end of the year that the house has been placed on the National Register.

 
Early in August I presented this Proposal to the Tampa Historic Preservation Board which also voted unanimously to recommend this nomination.  In addition, they requested that we return to them as soon as the National Register Nomination is finalized and allow them to make this house a local landmark as well.  We will prepare additional materials for the local designation, which will confirm the House's significance to our neighborhood.  

 
There will be an article in the Advisor regarding the NR Nomination and I intend to ask several local publications and TV stations to publicize the nomination of the house.  I have already talked with Ty about doing a porch party in celebration - once the nomination is confirmed.

 
5. Greenspace – Florence Marsan

Florence presented a proposed printed program for the Greenspace Event set for this Thursday, September 23.  The cost of the printing and other miscellaneous expenses will come to roughly $65.00.

Myron apologized for not having a detailed, written report on the event but provided the following information:

The Consortium has committed to a $150.00 cash donation

The request to OSHNA is therefore expenses less the $150.00 from the Consortium which comes to $440.00.
The Board discussed the program and suggested some changes which Cathy and Florence offered to make.  They then discussed the event itself, what would be presented, the goals, etc.   
Motion:  Cathy moved that we approve an amount of not to exceed $440.00 for this event and that it come out of the Greenspace Committee budget. 

SECOND:  Evan
VOTE:  The motion carried with 7 votes for.  Peter voted against.  The President abstained.
6. Policies and procedure manual for elections committee – Bill Hunter

The Bylaws Committee has drawn up a policies and procedures manual for the Election Committee.  It is based on the Bylaws and on past practice.  He presented a preliminary copy to the Board and accepted several suggestions for changes.  He will amend the manual and email out to the Board for final approval.
7. Home Tour Update – Cathy
The Garden Center is reserved for April 3, the day of the Tour.  

Motion:  Kacy moved that we authorize up to $300.00 to reserve the GC for the home tour.
SECOND:  Peter

VOTE:  The motion carried unanimously
Ann and Martha will liaise with OSHPC in handling of donations and expenses.  Part of the procedure will be to put in place a written memorandum of understanding between OSHNA and OSHPC.
The committee is working on plans for presales and online sales.  

8. Tampa Estuary Mini Grant – We have 1570.00 in unused grant funds that need to be returned so that Tampa Estuary can balance their books at the end of the year.

MOTION:  Evan moved that we return the unused funds along with receipts for amounts used.

SECOND:  Linda seconded.

VOTE:  The motion passed unanimously
9. Barbed wire fence – Shawn

Shawn attended the meeting on the proposed change.  Neighborhood forces were successful in avoiding a change in the current ordnance and will work towards supporting a stronger ordnance in October.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Sponsorship application: Seminole Heights Sunday Morning Market (Greg Barnhill)
Shawn has a written agreement between the Sunday Market and OSHNA as to sponsorship of the Markets.
NEW BUSINESS

1. Governance and Nominations Committee request from OSHPC

Evan, as president of the Old Seminole Heights Preservation Consortium presented a request from the Consortium concerning their Governance and Nominations Committee (GNC).  
That committee is to have one representative from OSHNA as a member, serving for one year.  The OSHNA Board  will submit three names to the Consortium Board for consideration and ask the Consortium Board designate one of these individuals to be a member of the GNC.  
Everyone presently serving on the OSHPC Board is a member of OSHNA and each is eligible to be presented to the OSHNA Board as prospective members of the GNC representing OSHNA.  Also we may present a member of OSHNA who is not on the OSHPC Board.  The nomination of the three candidates is the responsibility of the OSHNA but the selection is OSHPC’s.

1. Motion regarding mailing of sample ballots
Evan St. Ives moved that a 2010 elections ballot be mailed to the membership; that this ballot be a sample only; and that in order to vote without attending the October general membership meeting a voting member must request, from the elections committee, by mail, phone, or electronically, an absentee ballot and that this mailing is to be completed a minimum of 15 days prior to October 26, 2010, the date of the general membership meeting.  
Vote:  The motion carried.  7 voted in favor.  Kacy was out of town.
