Special Executive Board Meeting Minutes  


Tuesday, October 26, 2010

CALL TO ORDER
Shawn Hicks, president, called a special meeting of the Board immediately following the close of the General Membership Meeting.    All members present at the General Membership Meeting were invited to remain for the Board meeting..  The purpose of this special meeting was to constitute an Executive Board for 2010-2011.  This action is necessary due to lack of a quorum to conduct an election.  The meeting was called to order at 7:36 PM.

QUORUM

1. Board members in attendance:  Shawn Hicks, president; Evan St. Ives, vice-president; Bill Hunter, secretary; Cathy Simon, treasurer; and trustees Kacy Curry, Doreen Di Bona, and Deirdre Welch.  
2. Linda Rodgers and Peter Spanos were not present.
3. Since a simple majority of the Board was present, as called for by the bylaws, a quorum was declared.
PROCEEDINGS OF THE MEETING


(Secretary’s note:  OSHNA bylaws provide that the term of office is one year or until a successor has been elected.  Since no election had taken place the Board for the past year remained in office.   The bylaws also state that the Board shall fill any vacancies on the Board.)

1. Shawn Hicks explained that the slate for the election had listed two trustees who would be new to the Board:  Debi Johnson and Amy Lee.  He asked them to introduce themselves, which they did.  Ann McDonald was also on the slate as a trustee but has long been very involved with OSHNA as chair of the Historic Preservation Committee as well as other activities.
2. Shawn then resigned as president and turned the chair over to his vice-president, Evan St. Ives

3. Evan took over as chair and asked for a nomination for the office of president.
Kacy Curry nominated Evan St. Ives.

Doreen Di Bona seconded the nomination.
There were 5 votes in favor.  Evan was approved as president.
(Evan’s election to the office of president voided his position as vice-president since no officer my hold two offices)

4. Evan then nominated Linda Rodgers for vice-president.
Kacy Curry seconded the nomination
There were 6 votes in favor.  Linda was approved as vice-president.

(Linda’s election to the office of vice-president voided her position as trustee since no officer my hold two offices)

5. Kacy Curry resigned as trustee
6. Evan St. Ives nominated Amy Lee for the position of trustee.
Deirdre seconded the nomination
There were 5 votes in favor.  Amy Lee was approved as trustee.

7. Evan St. Ives nominated Debi Johnson for the position of trustee.
Cathy Simon seconded the nomination.
There were 6 votes in favor.  Debi Johnson was approved as trustee.
8. Doreen Di Bona resigned as trustee.
9. Evan nominated Ann McDonald for the position of trustee
Deirdre Welch seconded the nomination.
There were 6 votes in favor.  Ann McDonald was approved as trustee.

10. Evan then called for several committee reports.

a. Survey by the Info and Outreach Committee- Shawn Hicks:  The quite extensive information acquired through the survey will be on the web site.  He reported that the majority of concerns were neighborhood involvement with code enforcement coming in second.  Another major concern was improving the main corridors and the businesses on them.
b. Green space – Myron Griffin
i. Name for the Greenspace initiative – this was a meeting some time ago of a number of neighborhood organizations to improve and promote green spaces, sidewalks, trails, etc. throughout the central city.  The new name is the Central Tampa Green Artery.
ii. Sidewalks – there is still a good change for getting the sidewalk/trail along 12th completed in 2011, at least from Hanna to Sligh.
III. -275 – there is a pending project that will add two lanes in the center of I-2775 from downtown up to Bird St.  The largest effect on the neighborhood will be that the overpasses will no longer have a gap in the middle to admit air and light.  We will also lose some green space in the center of the road and a number of palm trees.  There is tentative interest by FDOT in the “green wall” of trees along the edges of the road that would serve as a sound barrier.
c. Home Tour – Shawn Hicks:  The Committee is already in action with a number of homes already volunteered.  The date will be April 3.

d. Web Site – Shawn Hicks:  He asked for suggestions for the OSHNA web site.  
e. Neighborhood Involvement – Shawn Hicks introduced the new chair of this committee, Thai Vargas.  Thai spoke briefly about the upcoming holiday events, the neighborhood yard sale (on 11-13, still open for registration).  She advised she wanted to work more with local businesses in the coming year to involve them and encourage them to give benefits to OSHNA card-carrying members.

f. Shawn closed his reports with an appeal for folks to volunteer.
11. Evan thanked Chad Daughtrey for his extensive work on the election.  
12. Thalia Potter asked to speak on amendments 5 and 6 in the upcoming election.  These have to do with reordering the procedure for drawing up voting districts.  She urged everyone to study the issues carefully and to vote.
